Here’s how to get started…. 
The Episcopal Church has long been a leader among religious institutions in its effort to insure that every congregation is a safe place for children. That is why I am pleased to announce the availability of Safeguarding God’s Children™, an internet‐based abuse risk management training program. 
Completing Safeguarding God’s Children™ is a mandatory condition for employment within the Diocese of Eastern Michigan as well as for some Volunteer positions. While many people have already completed the training at one of the workshops around the Diocese over the last several years, the current policy requires that we now receive training every 5 years. The online version should make it more convenient to meet this new mandatory requirement. 
For those for whom the internet is not a viable option, “face to face” training sessions will still be held around the Diocese twice a year.
The internet version of Safeguarding God’s Children™ has four modules; each one will take about 30‐45 minutes to complete and ends with a brief quiz on key elements. Once you have successfully completed the four modules, you will receive credit for the course. You can leave a module and return to finish at a later time, if you wish.
